Jeg kan forst3, at der skal veere mgde i morgen, hvor denne omnibus, og derfor ogsa emnet om
biostimulanter, skal drgftes. Jeg deler hermed fagligt input fra vores brancheforening, som jeg haber er
nyttigt. Det er et bekymringspunkt for os, hvis disse biosolutions underleegges datakrav, som er helt ude af
proportioner. Se derfor ogsa et muligt kompromisforslag med gult nedenfor:

We would like to call on your support for keeping the REACH fixes for CE-marked fertilising products in the Chemicals
Omnibus VI at the next meeting on this subject, due to take place on 30 October.

It is our understanding that Council negotiations on the Omnibus — in particular on the extended REACH
requirements in the Fertilising Products Regulation (FPR) — are leaning towards a compromise seeking to ensure that
substances of concern are properly assessed before being used in EU fertilising products.
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We fully share this objective but believe it can be better achieved by a targeted compromise proposal that ensures:

. Substances of Concern used under 1 tonne are subject to the same level of scrutiny as those
above 1 tonne for their use in fertilising products; and
. Full alignment with the last consolidated text of Regulation (EU) 1009/2019 is maintained.

This proposal upholds a higher level of safety for Substances of Concern while ensuring consistency with existing
requirements in CLP, REACH, and the FPR. We would be very happy to discuss this approach in more detail with you
at your convenience.

Possible compromise to ensure that Substances of Concern are not used as components of EU Fertilising Products
unless they have been properly evaluated for such a use.

(2) in Annex Il, Part Il, is amended as follows:

(a) in CMC 1: VIRGIN MATERIAL SUBSTANCES AND MIXTURES, point 2 is deleted; amended as follows:

Substances classified in Part 3 of Annex VI to Regulation (EC) No 1272/2008 for the following hazard classes or
categories that have subsequently been listed in Annex XIV of Regulation (EC) 1907/2006 cannot be used in an EU
Fertilising Product unless they have been authorised for such use in accordance with Articles 60 to 64 of Regulation
(EC) 1907/2006:

. Germ cell mutagenicity, category 1A or B;

. Carcinogenicity, category 1A or B;

. Reproductive toxicity, category 1A or B;

. Specific target organ toxicity, repeated exposure, category 1;

. Endocrine disruptor for human health, category 1;

. Endocrine disruptor for the environment, category 1; and

. Persistent, bioaccumulative and toxic or very persistent and very bioaccumulative properties.’

Subparagraph a) does not apply where the substance qualifies for one of the exemptions described in Article 56 (6) of
Regulation (EC) 1907/2006.

As specified in Article 59 (3) of Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006, any Member State may prepare a dossier for
substances which in its opinion meet the criteria for inclusion in Annex XIV of Regulation (EC) 1907/2006.
